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This Evaluation of the International Trade Centre (ITC) is the fi rst comprehensive independent 

external evaluation of the relevance, performance and capacity of the organisation.

The rationale for the Evaluation was based on several considerations. First, evaluations 

are increasingly becoming an integral part of modern management and ITC had never been 

subjected to an external and independent evaluation. Second, donors and benefi ciaries 

alike have an obligation to demonstrate results of development co-operation and monitoring 

cannot respond to such a demand. Third, an evaluation can be used for broadening the donor 

base, if the outcome of the evaluation shows satisfactory results.

The evaluation focuses on three key issues:  

i) The comparative advantage of ITC, especially seen in the light of the overarching 

 objectives defi ned in the Doha Development Agenda and the Millennium Declaration; 

ii)  The performance of ITC’s interventions; and, 

iii)  The capacity of ITC and donor funding modalities. 

The Evaluation points to the future and provides a number of recommendations for ITC’s 

possibilities for exploring further its comparative advantages within the area of trade related 

technical assistance.
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
